within prison ministries and re-entry programsywal as others.

There are no easy, quick answers to these comgseres. But
why not ask — What indeed WOULD Jesus do? We ktiewv
answer. Jesus would be with the hungry, the iigkhomeless,
the imprisoned, and the enslaved. It is throughidlentification
and the seeking out of these issues of faith thatam find ways to
be at the places and with the people with whomsJ&suwould
be.
