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B read for the World is a Collective Christian voice, urging 
our nation's decision makers to help bring an end to hun-

ger and poverty in this country and around the world. 

This year, BFW is calling on our government to increase pov-
erty-focused assistance by $5 billion.  Although Congress has 
made progress in this area in recent years, the amount of assis-
tance allotted to address these conditions is only one half of 
one percent of the federal budget.  It is my conviction that our 
country can do better than this.  This proposed development 
assistance is a critical component of the effort to meet the Mil-
lennium Development Goals.   In September 2000, every na-
tion, including the U.S., pledged themselves to cut hunger, im-
prove health care and education by 2015. 

The first step in meeting these goals would be for Congress  to 
enact the Global Poverty 
Act.  This Act would 
make the MDGs an offi-
cial part of U.S. policy.  It 
would require a strategy to 
achieve these Goals 
through aid, debt relief 
and trade policies.  2008 is 
a critical year to fully real-
ize these goals.  2015 is 
just around the corner. 

What can we do as Christians, to help bring these MDGs to 
reality? 

Bread for the World is appealing to us to contact our members 
of Congress to ensure passage of the poverty focused develop-
ment assistance.  BFW is also recommending  that we urge our 
Senators to cosponsor the Global Poverty Act S.2433. 

“God promises not merely to love the poor and hungry, but to 
be active in their behalf. According to the Psalmist, "I will 
abundantly bless its provisions; I will satisfy it with bread, its 
priests, I will clothe with salvation, and its faithful will shout 
for joy.”
