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SCPC Parking Lot Changes:  
No Overnight Parking  

No Parking in Fire Lane 
 

T he Building and Property Ministry Unit wishes to remind 
the congregation that cars are not to be parked overnight 

in the church parking lot. Vehicles parked overnight in the lot 
from Saturday night through Sunday have obstructed the Sun-
day-only handicap parking spaces, and cars parked overnight 
have prohibited snow removal from portions of the lot. “No 
Overnight Parking—Violators Will Be Towed” signs will be 
posted to remind members and guests that cars cannot be 
parked in the church lot overnight. Beginning September 15, 
cars parked overnight (11:00 PM–6:30 AM) in the church lot 
will be towed. So, please do not leave a car parked overnight in 
the church lot. Groups responsible for activities such as over-
night lock-ins who need exceptions for overnight parking can 
arrange that through the church office and the towing company. 
There also is no parking in the church parking lot’s lane along 
the yellow curb next to the church. That lane is designated as a 
fire lane and must be kept clear of vehicles at all times 
(daytime, evening, Sundays). Keeping the fire lane clear also 
will enable vehicles to back out of marked parking spaces 
safely. 
As a confirmation project, several confirmands and confirma-
tion partners will be painting the parking lot to indicate the fire 
lane restriction, for which signs also will be posted. Also, the 
small sign with the arrow and handicap-parking symbol near 
the parking lot entrance directs attention to the handicap en-
trance under the bridge. It is not a sign indicating that handicap 
parking can occur along that curb. 
Please do not park in the fire lane at any time. As of September 
15, cars parked in the fire lane at any time (including during 
Sunday services) will be subject to being towed. 
Thank you for your cooperation in keeping our church safe and 
accessible.

Recent Accessibility Upgrades 

D uring the past year the Building and Property Ministry

door under the bridge was automated, providing easier access to 
the building via the ground floor entry door near the elevator. 

We urge individuals who need wheelchair seat-
ing space to use the space at the right front of the 
sanctuary, and those with handicap parking tags 
to make use of the Sunday-only handicap park-
ing spaces. We also suggest that individuals who 
need assistance opening doors enter the church 
using the automated entry door under the bridge.

Richard Rohr helps us to understand the tasks of the two 
halves of life and teaches us that those who have failed, or 
gone down, are the only ones who can really understand

What looks like falling down can largely be experienced as 
‘falling upward.’  Fr. Richard will be speaking on this topic 
at his November retreat.

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Interfaith Mission CHIP Program 

I nterfaith Mission is launching a new program called CHIP 
which stands for Community Help and Improvement Pro-

gram. This will be a two-fold program. The first part will be a 
service to low income families or individuals, aiding in repairs 
and fix ups around the house. The second part of the program 
will be a plan for financial sustainability. This plan would help 
elderly people in the community move, clean up or possibly 
remodel their homes in order to sell more quickly and at a 
higher value. The owners would then send a donation to CHIP 
for the program’s services. 
The program has already been launched due to the graciousness 
of our own Jo and Jim Keiser. They agreed to let us go in be-
fore their house was on the market to clean and remodel with 
an agreed portion of the sale price going to CHIP when the 
house was sold.  Unbelievably, someone came in the first day 
that we started to work on the house, put in an “as is” offer, and 
a donation of $18,500 has been deposited in the new program, 
all thanks to the generosity of Jo and Jim Keiser.  Through our 
work on that first day, someone out of nowhere asked us to do 
the same thing right down the street from the Keiser house.  
We started the next week at the Sutton house, worked for three 
weeks, and the house is now on the market with an agreed upon 
amount to go to CHIP after the sale of the house. It has been a 
whirlwind 4 weeks but our new program is well on the way to a 
great start. We have already heard about a few opportunities to 
help around the community and will be investigating them 
soon. 
So, here is what we need from you: Our goal is to have a vol-
unteer contact list from all 24 congregations that are members 
of Interfaith Mission. These people will be contacted via email 
when we have a need for volunteers for a specific project. If 
anyone is available at that time, they can simply reply that they 
can help. There will be no pressure to be a part of each project. 
We would just like a response if you can help. It is that simple!

The new program has already sparked 
excitement throughout the community, and we are assured that 
this will be a viable and needed service for many.

From the Financial Affairs Committee 

D id you know that each year the State College Presbyterian 
Church contributes a “denominational apportionment” 

which, together with the contributions from all Presbyterian 
churches, funds the three governing bodies of PC(USA). 
Maybe you are saying to yourself, “why, yes, I knew that.” In 
that case, read no further. But some of us might be saying, 
“what’s an apportionment?” or “I’m not sure what you mean 
by governing bodies.” For all the details about governing bod-
ies and per capita see the PC (USA) website. http://
www.pcusa.org/ 
Or, here’s the short answer. The three governing bodies are the 
General Assembly, the Synod and the Presbytery. For each of 
our members on the active member roll, our church gives the 
General Assembly $6.50, the Synod of the Trinity $2.20 and 
the Huntingdon Presbytery $20.97 for a total 2011 denomina-
tional apportionment of $36,701.79. The governing bodies pro-
vide resources and support for our church such as guidance in 
calling an interim or new pastor, Christian education resources 
and training for elders and ministers. As expressed on the PC 
(USA) website, it is through these governing bodies that we as 
Presbyterians participate in the life of the Church universal, 
committing ourselves to work and live in fellowship with “all 
persons in every nation” (Book of Order, G-4.0101). 
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Board of Deacons 
Deacons are elected officers who serve three-year terms. 

Their responsibilities are divided into three ministry units: Service, Caregiving, and Mission
