· CVIM drive:  In Spring 2010, the MA organized the collection 
of toothbrushes and toothpaste for Give-A-Kid-A-Smile day at 
the Centre Volunteers in Medicine. 

· Communication within MMU and SCPC:  The MA maintains 
the mission bulletin boards, prepares articles for the PresbyPost 
and mission e-newsletter and writes announcements for the wor-
ship bulletin.  For the Mission Ministry Unit (MMU), the MA 
tracks the different mission accounts and budget items to pro-
vide information at MMU meetings on how we can respond to 
funding requests.  The MA is the central contact for members 
seeking information about mission programs, for those outside 
the church interested in our programs, for promoting new ideas 
and for on-going mission efforts. 

· Multi-media skills:  The MA creates power-point slides, music 
and video presentations to highlight mission experiences (e.g., 
Celebration of Renewal church DVD, the LWW concert slides, 
the Wolin House video). 

· Strategic Planning: In Spring 2010, the MA facilitated strate-
gic planning sessions for the MMU, which built on the mission 
visioning process from four years ago.  MMU is working on a 
number of new initiatives, including partnering with a church in 
Pittsburgh or Harrisburg for reciprocal service trips in our re-
spective communities, surveying the interests at SCPC for ex-
panded outreach, and planning a relief trip to Haiti. 

The Mission Ministry Unit is grateful for the creation of this posi-
tion and what our current MA is providing our congregation.  May 
God bless our continued efforts to be a "mission church," serving 
faithfully beyond these walls!   
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D uring this past May, 13 boys made the crossing into man-
hood with the help of Joel Blunk and 10 other elders at a 

retreat (“the CROSSINGS”) that taught them some important 
lessons for adulthood and included a Rite of Passage that cere-
moniously acknowledged their readiness for the next stage of 
their young adult lives.  In July, 4 girls made a similar crossing 
into young womanhood at a retreat (“SOMA”) designed to 
teach them about the importance of wholeness in spirit, body, 
soul, and community.  Kim Hunziker led the girls’ retreat. 

These two retreats are a part of a larger program, offered pri-
marily to high school seniors, called “SENIOR PASSAGE.”   
Seniors are invited to explore the big questions of this transi-
tional time of their lives in an occasional monthly dinner gath-
ering which is supported by Joel, Kim & a small group of adult 
leaders.  During the FISH year, the seniors are also invited to 
participate in passage experiences (hikes, small group discus-
sion, exploring the idea of being “called”, nature exploration, 
etc.) during the Friday Senior 
Retreat portion of regular FISH 
retreats.  Watch for notice of a 
Sunday morning adult ed or 
weeknight program to learn 
more about this important minis-
try of SCPC.  Joel and/or Kim 
would be happy to talk with you 
anytime, anywhere.  Just ask! 
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I n 2009, the Session of SCPC created a new, part-time staff posi-
tion – called the Mission Associate - with money from a desig-

nated fund.  We hired Kim Hunziker to fill that position in late 
February 2009.  In less than 18 months, a lot has been happening 
in mission and outreach, but many of the MA duties happen be-
hind the scenes.  To give you an idea of the breadth of work cov-
ered, here’s a sampling: 

· Mission at Home: Right out of the gate, the MA began organiz-
ing SCPC’s first Spring Break intergenerational “Mission at 
Home” on March 9-13.  The plans included multiple service 
projects each day, a morning devotional, an afternoon gathering 
and dinner.  The MA was the central point of contact for all 
volunteers and was instrumental in planning a variety of activi-
ties at the last minute for the unexpectedly high number of 
young children involved.  Over 60 people of all ages worked on 
local projects as varied as delivering Meals on Wheels, stocking 
the food bank, sorting clothing at Faith Center, painting transi-
tional housing for Women’s Resource Center clients and enjoy-
ing fellowship with Hearthside nursing home residents.  The 
MA organized a second Mission at Home over fall break (Oct. 
2009) for FISH and other volunteers. 

· Living Waters for the World: The MA has been instrumental 
in organizing and supporting the Living Waters team from our 
church to help install a clean water system in Pencuyut, Mexico.  
The MA helped recruit volunteer support for the 8-person team, 
educated the congregation, scheduled regular meetings, facili-
tated budgeting and financial support and, with the hardworking 
team, kept the project moving forward despite bumps along the 
way.  The MA assisted with the moving slides, readings, prayers 
and litany for the April 2010 Living Waters Concert and August 
Commissioning service.  The LWW project has been the major 
international focus of MMU for the past 18 months. 

· Wolin House renovation: In late Spring 2010, we responded to 
an urgent need to renovate a home for two young men (former 
FISH kids) who had recently lost both parents and needed to sell 
their home.  The MA organized and helped recruit volunteers to 
complete a week of “blitz” work on the Wolin House in early 
June 2010.  This project was a huge success for the family, in-
cluded ecumenical partnership and volunteers, and required 
immediate planning and coordination by our MA.  The MA also 
created a DVD to highlight the week’s work. 

· Krislund Camp support: In Spring 2009, the MA assisted in 
recruiting volunteers for several work days at Krislund, specifi-
cally those for families, created a “Kids Care” program for chil-
dren working in mission and promoted the work days through-
out the church. 

· Thailand connection: The MA has stayed in touch with the 
Potter family, publicized their work in Thailand and organized a 
dinner/discussion with the Potter family while they were visiting 
in June 2010.  The MA is already working with the Presbytery 
office to have our church host an event for visitors from the Pak 
5 Nan in October/November 2010. 

· Haiti relief:  After the Haiti earthquake struck in January 2010, 
the MA facilitated donations of over 200 hygiene kits and a 
large number of baby kits to be sent to Church World Service 
for disaster assistance.  The MA also helped publicize ways to 
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communications to get the installation trip set up.  Her in-
country responsibilities are basically to float (“gopher”) until 
the last day when she revisits the business plan with the church 
leaders and makes sure they have their systems in place for the 
long haul. 

They will share all their stories in an upcoming Sunday morn-
ing Adult Education. Watch for announcements about the date!  
Please feel free to contact any of the team members or Kathe-
rine Allen, Chair of the Mission Ministry Unit, or Kim Hun-
ziker, Mission Associate, if you have questions about the trip 
or the project.   Over half of the cost of the entire Living Wa-
ters for the World project is funded by the Faith Fund (part of 
the ongoing CELEBRATION OF RENEWAL campaign).  The 
remaining portion not supported by the Faith Fund has come 
directly from the Team members and individual donations.  If 
you would like take part in supporting the Living Waters for 
the World project, you may send your donation (with “LWW” 
in memo of check) to the office at SCPC.   And as always, 
please support LWW with your prayers! 
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M any, many years ago there was a band of compassionate 
folks at SCPC who had a dream to offer a mighty fine 

Christmas Day Dinner to neighbors without families, to com-
munity residents who simply could not afford such a spread, to 
members of our own church who enjoy the fellowship and fes-
tivity of the large meal, and to anyone else who found his/her 
way to the door!  It started out as an all-church offering and 
then slowly drifted into the hands of the Deacons to take re-
sponsibility for planning and staffing the event. 

With the Deacons’ assistance and 
blessing, the Christmas day Dinner is 
returning to its roots of being a truly 
all-church supported event!  Greg 
Elliott has agreed to chair the plan-
ning team that will design and pre-
pare for the 2010 dinner.   Cheryl 
Price, Chair of Deacons & Kim Hun-
ziker, Mission Associate, will also 
serve on that planning team.   There 
are many different ways you can be a 
part of this event!  What is most im-
portant, right now, is filling out the team of leaders who will be 
a part of the planning process. Please prayerfully consider how 
you might be able to serve.  And mark your calendars for Octo-
ber 3rd, for an Adult Education dedicated to telling the stories 
of Christmas dinner past and to the sharing of dreams for 
Christmas dinners in the future!

update the house of two young men who are former FISH kids 
who just recently lost their dad after having lost their mom just 
three years prior.  They desperately needed hands-on assistance 
in getting the house updated for sale so they can clear up finan-
cial issues left in the wake of their parents’ deaths.  John & 
Jacob Wolin are neighbors & close friends of the Rotthoff fam-
ily,  members of St. Paul’s UMC;  and were both active in the 
football program at the Assembly of God, where their grand-
mother worships.   SCPC partnered with St. Paul’s and the 
football folks for a week long blitz that ended with new tile, 
paint, carpeting, an updated kitchen/bath and the weeding & 
mulching of a yard full of amazing gardens created by John & 
Jacob’s mom.   The week was a huge success! And the best 
news of all:  they now have an offer on the house!
