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For the 2007 Henszey Lecture Series, SCPC will host Brother John of Taizé
for a weekend of events. Brother John is a native of Philadelphia and has
been a part of the Taize Community, France since 1974. He spends much of
his time giving Bible introductions to visiting young adults and is the author of
several books, including “Reading the Ten Commandments Anew,” “The Ad-
venture of Holiness,” and “At the Wellspring: Jesus and the Samaritan
Woman.” In the 1980's he was part of a small group of Taize brothers who
lived in the Hell's Kitchen area of Manhattan. When not at Taize he travels
extensively giving lectures and retreats. He will be with us on October 21 and
22.

Taizé is a monastery in the Burgundy region of France. Its major ministry is
to youth and young adults, encouraging Trust, Reconciliation, and Peace. It
hosts visits throughout the year of up to 5,000 youth each week. A typical
day at Taizé includes Bible Study, small group discussion, workshops, sim-
ple meals, and worship every morning, noon, and evening, the most impor-
tant thing each day! Taizé worship, which is called Prayer, is ecumenical in
design and includes Scripture, prayers, extended singing and silence to fos-
ter an awareness of God's presence. The Taizé brothers also form parallel
communities in war-torn, impoverished areas around the world to accom-
pany the suffering and foster reconciliation.

A year ago, a group of youth and young adults from State College visited
Taizé for a week. It was during this trip that we began to hope for this kind
of event here in State College. We hope that you will consider participating
with us in this visit, making it a truly ecumenical experience for us all!
