In the past
contributions have been used to support our local women’s resource cen-
ter, help with the AIDS Project, and to feed those hungry in our commu-
nity. A portion raised will also go to our Presbytery and General Assembly
to help with Peacemaking efforts on a broader scale.

We look forward to worshiping together on October 5 when we will pray for
peace and break the bread of new creation.
